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1. INTRODUCTION 
 

1.1 AIMS OF THIS DOCUMENT 
 
The purpose of this guideline document is to guide all property owners and their building Contractors working 
in Llandudno to ensure that they manage their construction activities in a satisfactory manner. This document 
outlines specific environmental objectives and targets for Contractors during construction and contains the 
specific actions and/or measures that should be taken in order to minimise and control the impact of 
construction activities on the surrounding environment and residents. 
 
 

2. ADMINISTRATION AND REGULATION OF ENVIRONMENTAL 
OBLIGATIONS 

 

2.1 ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES 
 
2.1.1 PROPERTY OWNER 
 
The property owner is ultimately responsible for the implementation of this Guideline Document. 
 
 
2.1.2 CONTRACTOR / PROJECT MANAGER  
 
The Contractor / Project Manager shall have the following responsibilities: 

· To implement all provisions of this document.   

· To ensure that all staff are familiar with this document.  

· To make personnel aware of environmental issues and to ensure they show adequate consideration of 
the environmental aspects of the project. 

 
 

2.2 GUIDELINE DOCUMENT ADMINISTRATION 
 
Copies of this Guideline Document shall be kept on site during construction activities.  
 
 

2.3 HEALTH AND SAFETY 
 
The Contractor shall be required to comply with all statutory health and safety requirements for the duration 
of the contract.  
 
 

3. ENVIRONMENTAL SPECIFICATIONS  
 

The following standards should be adhered to, where applicable. 
 

3.1 SITE PREPARATION / PLANNING 
 
The Project Manager / property owner should notify neighbours of the commencement of the construction 
project and provide neighbours with their contact details. A notice board should be placed on the property 
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notifying interested residents of the property owner, project manager, construction company, etc., including 
relevant contact details and telephone numbers.  
 
The Project Manager / Contractor shall keep a photographic record of the road and sidewalk surface before 
and after construction. The Contractor shall be responsible for the road and sidewalk surface if there are any 
discrepancies between the before and after photographs.  
 
A portable toilet shall be placed on-site and serviced regularly to ensure that all staff make use of the 
provided toilet. All workers should be made aware of the importance of using the toilet as opposed to the 
surrounding environment. 
 
 

3.2 SITE DEMARCATION 
 
A temporary boundary fence shall be constructed around all properties that border onto the Table Mountain 
National Park (TMNP) or onto any stream / watercourse. The fence should be of a suitable material (such as 
shadecloth) in order to prevent any loose spoil or construction material from moving off the property and 
degrading the surrounding natural environment.  
 
 

3.3 MATERIAL TRANSPORT, HANDLING AND STORAGE  
 
3.3.1 TRANSPORT 
 
The Project Manager / Contractor shall ensure that drivers delivering abnormal materials (i.e. long roof 
sheets, wooden beams, abnormally heavy loads, etc) are briefed about the most suitable route to take upon 
entering Llandudno. 
 
Construction vehicles shall not block any roadways. If the nature of the activity is such that roads may need 
to be blocked, then prior notice shall be given in writing to residents of that particular street.  
 
 
3.3.2 HANDLING 
 
The Contractor shall communicate with the supplier to ensure that all materials are appropriately secured to 
ensure safe passage through Llandudno. The supplier shall be responsible for the clean up of any material 
spillage on roads.  
 
 
3.3.3 STORAGE OF CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS  
 
The storage of construction materials, including solid waste, shall be in a suitable location and should not 
block roadways or sidewalks. Materials such as sand and fine material shall be covered, for example with 
hessian or shade cloth, to prevent the material from blowing away and into surrounding properties.  
 
The Contractor shall ensure that run-off from any stockpile area is contained and does not enter the CCT’s 
storm water systems (i.e. storm water drains) or pollute any water resources. 
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3.4 SOLID WASTE AND WASTEWATER MANAGEMENT  
 
Solid waste includes all construction waste (cement bags, old cement, tags, wrapping materials, timber, 
cans, wire, nails, etc.) and surplus food, food packaging, organic waste, etc. 
 
All solid waste may be temporarily stored on-site, however, once sufficient solid waste has accumulated it 
should be removed timeously from site to a licensed landfill site. No waste material or litter shall be burnt or 
buried on-site.  

 

3.5 EROSION CONTROL 
 
The property owner and Contractor shall ensure that run-off does not cause erosion to neighbouring 
properties, roads and public open space. Should erosion become a problem on-site then necessary 
measures shall be undertaken to prevent erosion problems off-site. Where properties border streams / 
watercourses and the TMNP, the Contractor shall prevent sediment from entering such natural areas.  
 
 

3.6 DUST CONTROL 
 
The Contractor shall ensure that the generation of dust is minimised and shall implement a dust control 
programme to maintain a safe working environment. Stockpiles of sand and fine material must be covered or 
either watered regularly to prevent material from blowing around. The location of stockpiles shall take into 
consideration the prevailing wind directions and locations of sensitive receptors (e.g. neighbouring 
residents). 
 
Where excavation and/or the stockpile of materials are likely to cause dust nuisance to neighbours, 
shadecloth should be erected along the relevant boundary of the property.  
 
 

3.7 CEMENT AND CONCRETE BATCHING 
 
Cement and concrete mixing shall not take place on tarred road surfaces or on natural surfaces. All cement 
and concrete mixing shall take place on impermeable surfaces, such as an existing concrete base within the 
property, thick black plastic, a solid wooden board, etc. 
 
 

3.8 POLLUTION CONTROL 
 
The Contractor shall ensure that no wastewater, sediment, construction solid waste or any other construction 
related materials enter the CCT’s stormwater systems, groundwater, streams / watercourses or surrounding 
natural areas.  
 
 

3.9 BLASTING 
 
The necessary Regulations pertaining to blasting shall be adhered to at all times. No blasting shall be 
permitted to take place outside of normal working hours (see Section 3.10). Neighbouring landowners shall 
be notified before blasting commences and the Contractor shall stipulate the time span for all blasting 
activities. 
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3.10 NOISE AND HOURS OF OPERATION 
 
The Contractor shall be familiar with and adhere to, any local by-laws and regulations regarding the 
generation of noise and hours of operation. In addition, the provisions of SANS 1200A Subclause 4.1 
regarding "built-up areas" shall apply.  Working hours shall be between 07h00 am and 18h00 pm, Monday to 
Friday and 08h00 to 14h00 on Saturdays. No work shall take place on Sundays.  Should any complaints be 
received due to the working hour times, the Contractor shall consider shortening his/her working day.  

 
 

3.11 GENERAL AESTHETICS 
 
All construction areas bordering public roads must be kept neat and tidy at all times. All work areas/material 
stockpiles shall be screened (i.e. shade cloth positioned around the identified area) to reduce the visual 
impact of the construction activities. 
 
 

3.12 SITE REHABILITATION AND LANDSCAPING 
 
On completion of the project, the Contractor shall ensure that all structures, equipment, materials, waste, 
rubble, notice boards and temporary fences used during the construction operation are removed with 
minimum damage to the surrounding area. The Contractor shall clean, clear and rehabilitate the site, which 
includes all areas damaged due to construction activities and/or people (i.e. road and side walk surfaces 
bordering property) as well as areas that are directly or indirectly damaged as a result of the construction 
activities.   
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LLANDUDNO BUILDING CONTROL SUMMARY ITEMS 
 
The following items are key actions that should be undertaken by the Property Owner, Project Manager 
and/or Contractor on a construction site: 
 
· Notify neighbouring residents of the project. 
 

· Place a notice board indicating details of the property owner, contractor, etc and provide contact details. 
 

· Keep a photographic record of the road and sidewalk surface before and after construction is complete. 
 

· Erect a portable toilet on-site and service it regularly. 
 

· Erect a temporary boundary fence on all properties bordering the TMNP or a stream / watercourse to 
contain any spoil and construction materials. 

 

· Ensure that all drivers delivering abnormal loads are told the best route to take once entering Llandudno. 
 

· Notify residents of a particular street if construction vehicles are likely to block that road.  
 

· The supplier shall be responsible for the clean up of any material spillage on roads. 
 

· Storage of construction materials and solid waste should not block a road or sidewalk.  
 

· Contain any run-off from stockpiles. 
 

· Solid waste may be stored temporarily on-site, however, once sufficient solid waste has accumulated it 
should be removed timeously from site.  

 

· Implemented erosion measures on-site if neighbouring properties, roads, watercourses, the TMNP etc., 
are likely to be affected.  

 

· Implement a dust control programme to maintain a safe working environment by covering or wetting 
material stockpiles, i.e. sand, to prevent material from blowing around.  

 

· Locate stockpiles away from sensitive receptors, such as neighbouring residents.  
 

· Shade cloth should be erected along relevant boundaries to prevent dust nuisance to neighbours. 
 

· Cement and concrete mixing shall not take place on tarred road surfaces or on natural surfaces. All 
cement and concrete mixing shall take place on impermeable surfaces, such as an existing concrete 
base within the property, thick black plastic, a solid wooden board, etc.  

 

· Ensure that no wastewater, sediment, construction solid waste or any other construction related 
materials enter the CCT’s stormwater systems, groundwater, streams / watercourses or surrounding 
natural areas. 

 

· The necessary Regulations pertaining to blasting shall be adhered to and no blasting shall be permitted 
outside of normal working hours.  

 

· Inform neighbouring landowners before blasting commences. 
 

· Working hours shall be between 07h00 and 18h00, Monday to Friday and 08h00 to 14h00 on Saturdays.  
 

· All construction areas bordering public roads must be kept neat and tidy at all times. 
 

· Comply with all statutory health and safety requirements. 
 

· On completion of the project ensure that all structures, equipment, materials, waste, rubble, notice 
boards and temporary fences used during construction are removed.  

 

· Ensure that the surrounding environment is left in the same condition as at the start of the project 
(compare before and after photographs).
